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A building line is an imaginary line over which
no development is permitted. The main
function of a building line is to create
'breathing space' between buildings.

Building lines ensure that developments are
set back from the street and site boundaries.
Should anyone wish to build over a building
line, they need to apply to the municipality
for Building Line Relaxation.

A building line is an imaginary line over
which no permanent development is
permitted. Building lines ensure that
developments are set back from the street
and site boundaries. The space created by
Building Lines creates privacy between
neighbouring stands and a buffer from the
street.

Should anyone wish to build over a
building line, the services of a Town
Planner will be required to apply to the
municipality for Building Line Relaxation.
